
It is soooo good to know 
we are not alone!  Not 
only do we have the    
assurance that the Lord 
is a personal God who 
cares deeply about our 
lives, and is always right 
beside us, but also we 
know through e-mails, 
letters, and gifts, that 
many of you pray for us 
and take part in our   
ministry. 
 

Friends, we want to ask 
you to pray for us and for 
our new ministry.  We 
have been working hard 
to get  a church started in 
the Caxangá area in the 
city of Recife.  For the 
last 5 months we have 
invited over 2000 families 
from our community into 
our home; however, be-
ing in one of the most 
violent and dangerous 
cities in the world, not 
only do we put our family 
at risk, but people are too 
scared to accept to come 
into a stranger’s house.   
 

We have been asking the 
Lord for a place to rent on 
a visible street, but since 
we live in a highly      
commercial area, building 
rentals are very expen-
sive.  We have tried to 
rent school auditoriums 
just on Sundays, but we 
have not found anyone 
who is willing to rent one 
out yet. 
 

But God has put a      
passion in our hearts and 
we truly believe it is also 
His desire that “[His]  
message... spread rapidly 
and be honored...,” here 
in the Caxangá area.   
People here are in 
desperate need of Biblical 
truth, since the prosperity   
Gospel has become so 
predominant. 
 

In our extensive search 
for a meeting place, we 
recently found a "dream 
building" to rent.  It has a 
g o o d  l o c a t i o n ,  6 
classrooms, and a good 
size covered area where 
we can have Worship 
Services, an Awana Club, 
and many other activities.  
It is a miracle that this 
building, which is twice as 
large as any other one we 
found, is about half the 

price as the others!   For 
instance, we found an 
auditorium (at a club)  
available only on Sunday  
evenings for the same 
price!  This is really an 
incredible deal, and we 
can use it all   week long!   
 

Our prayer and hope is 
that God will raise 30 
friends to pray and give 
toward Caxangá Church 
Planting Project. We 
are praying that God  
places in the heart of  
these 30 warriors the  
desire and the means to 
contribute with $30     
dollars per month for one 
year (May 2005 ´til May 
2006), at which point we 
are praying and believing 
that the new converts will 
take over the church´s   
expenses.  
 

We trust that if it is God´s 
will, He will give us the 
means to rent it, so we 
can effectively reach the 
people in this area for 
Christ. Perhaps the Lord 
has other plans, which 
are    guaranteed   to   be  
better than ours, so join 
us in prayer in our pursuit 
of God´s outreach plan 
for us here in Recife.  
Prayer is powerful!
