MEMBERS OF TCM -GRACE CHURCHES EVACUATED  
 

Due to unstable political situation in the Alicia-Ulotanga area in Sibugay province, about 30 percent of our 
evacuee-members from nine churches sought refuge in the homes of our church members in Guintolan, Alicia.  
The church building was used as sleeping quarter.  TCM through Pastor Sagrado Improso, Sr. and Pastor Ronnie 
Plale sent P35,000.00 to help the needs of the evacuee-members.  Sister churches near-by also sent 
P10,000.00, plus sacks of rice. SM Pastor Eddie Edama reported that 83 families (partial) were recipients of 
rice, noodles, dried fish, and other personal supplies. Pastors F. Loreno, F. Egos, and M. Arcino were also a 
great help. As of this writing (first week of Nov.), the political situation in the area is still very unstable.

THREE CENTERS OF FIELD GRACE BIBLE SCHOOL IN LEYTE

Other pastors assisting in the training are: Pastors Jeffrey 
Novida, Judy Honculada, Jonafe Ortega, Patty Arcino, and Jerwin Codilla.  SM Pastor Ben Sausa coordinates the 
training program. 
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MALAYSIA EXPOSURE TRIP  
Pastor Jun & Deb Pielago stayed with their wonderful hosts, Tim & Judy Heath, for two months ς August 25-

and helping various ministry meetings. 
 

The visits to Singapore and Kuantan, and witnessing to Filipinos opened encouraging opportunities and insights 
for the ministry. A handful of Grace believers from the Philippines working in Singapore could become a core 
group for future Grace ministry in the island; the new contacts in Kuantan (three-hour drive from Kuala 
Lumpur) could possibly grow into a Grace congregation; and the huge group of Filipinos (more than half a 
million and mostly found in metro Kuala Lumpur) is observed to be very responsive to the Gospel. 
 

The Grace Restoration Center (GRC) is the hub of these activities. The 17-member group faithfully gathered 
ŜǾŜǊȅ {ǳƴŘŀȅ ŀǘ ²ŜƴŘȅΩǎ ƘƻƳŜ and now at a new shop lot in Kuala Lumpur.

Dr. Ruth Q. Improso was recently appointed Medical & Dental Mission (MDM) Coordinator for TCM-Philippines. 
The TCM board made the appointment last Nov. 26 in IGBI-Tagum City during the board meeting. As MDM 
Coordinator, Dr. Ruth will be in charged of all concerns that have to do with plans and activities of the MDM, 
whether conducted in the country or abroad.  Dr. Ruth and other members of TCM-J 2011 (Touching Cultures 
for Mission-Journey 2011) have just arrived from the visit to Cambodia and Thailand.  Her team conducted 
medical and dental mission activities in a target village in Cambodia. 
 

Policy on Qualifications and Distribution of Rubber Plantation Project Share 
 

Qualifications for Entitlement of Share:  
1.  The recipient must be a recognized worker for at least one year;  
2.  He/she must be a worker in good standing (pro-mission and pays the required fees regularly);  
3.  He/she must be a member of a regular or pioneering local church in a district with designation and job 

descriptions;  
4.  He/she must attend and register as delegate at the Annual National Conference.  

 

Mode of Distribution:  
1.  The share will be distributed once a year at the Annual National Conference;  
2.  The Supervising Minister must submit the list of recognized workers in his district together with church 

assignment, designations and job descriptions of each worker. The list must be submitted to the 
treasurer of the mission on or before the start of the Annual National Conference;  

3.  A Bible woman who is married to a pastor shall receive 50% of the share if both of them attend and 
register at the Annual National Conference.  If her husband-pastor does not qualify in one of the items 
nos. 1-4 above, she will receive the full amount;  

4.  A worker who complies with items 1-4 will receive the full share;  
5.  A worker who complies with items 1-3 only will receive the 20% of the share;  
6.  A worker who qualifies for items 1, 2 and 4 only will receive 10% of the share;  
7.  A worker who does not qualify for items nos. 3 & 4 (no ministerial responsibilities, no church 

assignment, no designation and no job descriptions) will not be given any share.  
 

(NOTE: In principle the above policy has been accepted and approved already, but the TCM Board desires more 
feedback from the workers and expects them to react to have more discussions during the TCM ²ƻǊƪŜǊǎΩ 
Continuing Education Seminars.) 
 

UPDATE OF TCM MEMBERSHIP AFFILIATION  
 

Per report released by the TCM certificate-identification card issuance office, total number of churches 
affiliated with the Mission is now 268, while the number of card-bearing members has already reached 5,107.
