As parents, we know 
that sometimes our children are headed in a di-
rection that makes sense to them, but as experi-
enced adults, we must direct them to a better 
goal, even when they do not understand all the 
reasons.

We have planted many 
seeds in Natal during the last two and a half 
years, working with children, teens, and adults, 
evangelizing and counseling. The seeds have not 
yet given birth to a church, which is what we 
prayed for during this term. Little by little God 
has shown us that the time is not yet ripe for a 
church.  We  trust  God will  take care of His work 
in Natal, and  produce the fruit He desires, for His 
glory. We realize we are merely instruments in 
His hands. 
 

The time has come for our furlough, which we 
will begin in the spring of 2011, Lord willing. First 
we are preparing  to move  temporarily  to Recife  

for Michelle to have surgery and some medical 
treatment.  We request your prayers as we

We also need to buy homeschooling 
materials for this winter quarter (Dec.-Feb.), and 
so we would appreciate your prayers in this 
matter. God has faithfully provided for the needs 
of our family, and we are so thankful to Him!
